1. Count down the days until Christmas on a calendar at home.  Let  your child  make an "x" or mark off the day by coloring with a red or green crayon. 
2. Make sure your child points to the number, even if he or she does not identify numbers.  Try to have your child approximate the sounds.
3. Remind your child to be kind to others: no pushing, hitting or kicking others, or throwing of toys onto the floor. 
4.Catch your child being good, being kind or sharing.  Give him or her elaborate praise.
